For abroad programs for academic credit, | understand that | receive Penn academic credit and
grades based on grades issued by the host institution upon program completion. As grades are
issued by the host institution, | recognize that | may or may not receive academic credit if a
program is cancelled or otherwise disrupted. | acknowledge that | should confer with my
